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CVSE Contributions/Fee policy for Siblings joining the school after March 2016
 These concessions can be applied for if the family finances are such that it could prevent one/both of the children receiving/continuing with their Steiner education. These are guidelines only and negotiation is always possible. There is also the Bursary fund that may be applied for to help bridge the gap. 

One sibling aged over 5 years

The second younger sibling will receive the Free Entitlement of the Nursery Education funding and there will be no expectation that Voluntary contributions are made on their behalf. 

Two siblings aged over 5 years

A reduction of up to 60% on the second child’s fees + an annual contribution to classroom materials of £200.This applies only if the first child is on the main (middle) payment band. (Not on the discounted fee)
The agreements that are made will be guaranteed for as long as both/all the siblings remain at the school.

This policy however, will also be reviewed annually during the Spring Term to check that it is financially viable for the Steiner School to offer this to new families.

It is very important that as a school we do not lose children because their parents are unable to pay. We will do everything we can to accommodate them.

Siblings who joined the school prior to March 2016 will remain on the previous discounted rate agreed.
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
