Responsibility of assessing a child for Kindergarten Readiness
· Parent and Child Leader
· Kindergarten Teacher

· Parent

 Kindergarten Readiness Guidelines
· A child should be at least 3 years old. 
Observation in Parent and Child/Other setting

· Change of play from alone to creating play scenarios with others 
· Sense of ‘I’

· Will make a connection with Parent and Child leader by holding hand, with craft activity etc

Additional requirements
· Out of nappies during nappies during the day

· Not breast feeding for comfort during the day

· The Parents are ready

· Has experienced some separation from parents with a friend or family member.

Further Information
There will be an allocation of places between Willow and Birch Kindergartens and these allocations will be decided by the teaching staff.
Admission Procedure
· Discussion between Parent and Child Leader & Kindergarten Teacher
· Where ever possible there will be an observation visit from a Kindergarten Teacher, following this a meeting to discuss your child’s readiness may be required.
· The Admissions Policy will then be followed.
